 ARRIVALS: Doors will be open 

at 9:00 AM and 12:45 on Mondays and 

at 8:55 AM and 12:40 PM the other 

days.

Please remember, each 

child must be taken to their own room 

upon arrival. You must make contact 

with either the teacher or the assistant.   

 DISMISSALS: Doors will be 

unlocked at 11:25 AM  and 3:10 PM. 

 If you are late or need to come to 

the school after the doors are locked, 

please come to our back door and ring 

the bell.   

       SHARING DAY:  This is a special 

time when the children can bring ONE 

item from home to share with the other 

children.  We will let you know when 

we will have sharing.  Please make sure 

that anything brought into school is 

child safe.  Make sure your child’s 

name is on the sharing item.  Do NOT 

bring guns or weapons, including 

swords, for sharing.  

 EXTRA SET OF CLOTHES:  

We need everyone to send an extra set 

of clothes to school.  Please include 

pants, shirt, socks and underwear.  

Place all items in a ziplock bag and be 

sure to put your child’s name on the 

outside of the bag. 

 LABEL, LABEL, LABEL:  

Remember to put your child’s name on 

everything that is sent to school.   

 PARKING:  Please remember to 

drive slowly around the parking lot.  

We have a lot of children coming and 

going, and we want to keep them safe.  

Also, please make sure traffic can 

always get around the circle.  Finally, 

there is a STOP sign at the top of the 

side lot, PLEASE STOP.   

 We also INSIST that you hold 

your child’s hand and others in your car 

pool from the time you get them out of 

the car until you get them into their 

school room.  

 PARTY INVITATIONS:  It is 

our policy that NO invitations, etc.  be 

passed out in our school.  This includes 

birthday invitations and thank you 

notes.  Thank you for your cooperation.
