We are busy getting ready for our new Young 3's Program. 1 am pleased to let
you know that we will be able to have a classroom downstairs instead of the one up-
stairs we were planning on using. We will be using a room that is close to my of-
fice. That will allow me to have more hands on interaction with that group and al-
low the class to have easier access to our equipment. In addition, we feel it is a
more secure area for the children. We are in the final stages of hiring staff and
there are lots of preparations going on. Our staff is very excited about this new
program. We will have two classes so we will offer one class on Monday and
Wednesday and the other on Tuesday and Thursday. Please let me know if you
have a strong preference for one or the other. 1 will do my best to get everyone
placed on the days you would prefer.  Enclosed in this letter, you will find your
tuition coupons. Please save these so you can use them as you pay your tuition for
the coming year. 1t helps you to keep track of how many payments you have made,
and makes our bookkeeping a little easier. Please notice that the first payment is
due on July 15th.

TUITION INFORMATION

The tuition for the Young 3’s two day program is $900.00 for the year. This may
be paid in 9 monthly payments of $100.00. The first payment is due on July 15,
2009. Your final payment will be due on March 15th. A $10.00 late fee will be
charged if the payment is not received by the 22nd of the month. Parents with multi-
ple students may deduct $10.00 per month from the total tuition amount. Please
make checks payable to Trinity Weekday School or TWS.

If you would prefer to stay in the building on this day, we will provide an area where you can stay without being
seen by your child. It will enable you to socialize with the other mothers and we can provide some updates on how
the children are doing. However, you are not required to stay.

Our classes, as you can see, will be shorter at first to allow your child to adjust to school.

We are asking parents that have another child in a 3 or 4 day class to accompany that child to their class first and
then come back to drop off your child to the Young 3’s class. We are also asking parents that only have a child in
the Young 3’s Program to bring your child to school at 9:15. This should help ease the parking situation in our
parking lot and we think it will also be a calmer time for you to enter our building. Most of the parents of the older
children will have left by this time. We are anticipating that some of the Young 3’s children may need a little extra
time to get used to being at school. We would like to make sure we can do everything on our part to make that
adjustment as smooth as possible.
